ACADEMIC ADVISING SYLLABUS   
Pre-Engineer Major Purpose:
The Pre-Engineering (ENGR) major (plan) is for students who are in transition to a degree-awarding Engineering major.  A degree cannot be earned by a student whose major is ENGR or Engineering unspecified.  ENGR majors must meet requirements set forth by each department in order to change their major to a specific engineering degree program from which they can graduate (BSBE, BSChE, BSCE, BSCpE BSEE, BSIE, BSME or BSPetE). All ENGR majors must be advised by an Engineering Undergraduate Programs advisors (in suite E316-D3) at least once every long semester (fall and spring).

Expected Student Learning Outcomes for the Academic Advising Experience:

This advisor/advisee partnership requires participation and involvement of both the advisor and the student.  Both student and advisor have responsibilities to ensure the advising partnership is successful.

Through the academic advising experience,

•
Students will demonstrate the ability to make effective decisions concerning their educational and career goals.
•
Students will know and understand the Pre-Engineering major requirements to transfer into a specific major


 (i.e. BSBE, BSChE, BSCE, BSCpE, BSEE, BSIE, BSME, or BSPetE).
•
Students will familiarize themselves with the resources and services on campus.
•
Students will be able to select courses each semester that progress towards fulfilling their degree plan and/or transfer requirements.
Academic advising is a collaborative educational process; students and their advisors are partners in meeting the essential learning outcomes that support student success.  The partnership requires participation and involvement of both the advisor and the student and spans the student's whole educational experience at University of Houston. As stated earlier, in this partnership both the advisor and advisee have well-defined responsibilities.

You can expect your advisor to:

•
Maintain student confidentiality and create a respectful, safe environment to explore ideas and interests.

•
Understand and effectively communicate the requirements, and college policies and procedures.

•
Encourage and support students as they gain the skills to develop clear and attainable educational plans.

•
Provide students with information and proper referrals to available resources and services on campus.

•
Assist students in acquiring the necessary skills to assume responsibility for their educational plans and achievements.

Be a student advocate.

As an advisee, you have clear responsibilities in the advising partnership in order to be successful:

Come prepared for each advising session with any questions or concerns.

Be an active learner by participating fully in the advising experience!

Become knowledgeable about policies and procedures for Pre-Engineer Majors and degree requirements for each student major of interest.

•
Identify available campus resources for meeting personal, academic and career goals.

•
Know where to access important dates in the academic calendar.

Accept responsibility for your decisions and/or indecisions!
