STIPEND - $1500

studies in science, technology, engineering and mathematics fields which 
will ultimately lead to careers in STEM related fields. The scholarships stress:

•	Excellence in academics 
•	Exhibited leadership qualities
•	Experience in STEM research projects and/or STEM education 

activities 

TSGC encourages participation by members of under-represented groups. 

ELIGIBILITY 

All TSGC Texas Transfer STEM Scholarship applicants must:

1.	 Be a citizen of the United States of America
2.	 Have completed at least 30 hours at one TSGC member institution
3.	 Be accepted for at least a half-time course load or more at a TSGC 

member institution in good standing (and must be registered to 
receive the award)
