· Student representatives must be present during the Poster Competition to discuss their project with judges.  Each organization will have reserved seats at the reception for 1-2 members at the EAA table.
· Posters will be judged by engineers and managers from UHEAA (competition sponsor).

Poster Competition Guidelines

· Activity Title, Type of outreach (Education or Service), name of school or non-profit organization, and your organization’s name.
· Photos of your organization’s involvement in the school or non-profit organization.
· Feedback from students, teachers, directions, etc. about your outreach activity.
· A description detailing your activity, including what you did, when the event took place, who you worked with, how your outreach was received by the school or organization, and the objectives that you accomplished.
· Recommended poster size 48” wide by 36” high.   
· Prepare your poster mounted to a foam core.  If you have any questions, contact Jorge Villalta at jlvillalta@cobbfendley.com by February 14, 2017.
· Each organization will be provided with only an easel.
· Poster competition will be in the foyer area just outside of the Waldorf-Astoria Ballroom at Hilton University Houston.  Note that the Waldorf-Astoria Ballroom is the location this time.

· Clarity (Not Overcrowded, Legible Lettering, Contrast Between Components and Backgrounds, Grammar, Spelling)

· Oral Presentation

· Effectiveness (Dressing, Eye Contract, Clear Communication, Preparation, Body Movement in relation to the Poster Board)

· Outreach Activity/Project Content

· Originality (Outreach activity/project uniqueness)
· Effort (Amount of work involved, Proper planning and execution)
· Impact (Tangible and intangible effects of outreach activity/project, benefit to community, feedback from participants)
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
